Torque the 4.3-10 connector using Push from the back of the boot up towards the RRU connector from one side of
the boot. Opposite side is where the power and FO cables are located.

Twist and push up the swollen part of the boot severial
times until the boot stretches to cover the female neck.

Keep twisting and pushing up until the boot is fully extended to
reach the connector base of the RRU and the connector is
covered 360degrees uniformly.
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n Push the gasket through the cable and stopped by boot
end face as shown.

Push the conduit and stopped by gasket and ensure
conduit is fully cover the gasket.

n Push cap to cover the boot in and keep the cap as line
as boot.

n Screwed cable gland nut by hand as shown.

(kB Do not hold the connector and bend the cable directly
behind it, start bend 30mm min away from the cap end
as picture shown.
