After all J-bolts have been installed tighten nut on each J-bolt to remove bolt slack. This should leave spring untensioned
and approx. 90mm (3.5") in length. Next, tighten the nut until the spring has a length of approx. 83mm (3.25").

WORKING IN CIRCUMFERENCE AROUND THE SHIELD.

To reach uniform spring length will require tightening nuts around the shield two times.

After a day or so, the radome will have stretched slightly increasing the spring length. This is normal, do not make any

further adjustments.
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
